In the 16th century , breakfast was only to break one's fast (随便吃一点). But 200 years later it had became a large meal , not just for family , but for numbers guests as well . It was a social (社会的)event . It began at 10 a. m. and lasted until 1 p.m. Then breakfast began to be less popular. It became, instead , a lighter meal and was taken at a much earlier hour . By 1850 it had been pushed back to 8 a. m. and became a family meal .

Dinner, however, went to the other way. In the 16th century it was eaten at 11 a. m. Years later, it had moved to the early afternoon, then to 5 p . m. By 1850 dinner time had reached 7 p. m. Lunch is a recent idea. It first appeared as a snack(小吃)to fill the gap(间隙)between breakfast and dinner .

Cheating can happen in a lot of different ways. When people cheat, it’s not fair to other people, like the kids who studied for the test or who were the true winners of a game.

Many people like the action of cheating. It makes difficult things seem easy, like getting all the right answers on the test. But it doesn’t solve the problem of not knowing the material and it won’t help on the next test --- unless the person cheats again. 

Some people lose respect for cheaters and think less of（看不起） them. The cheaters themselves may feel bad because they know they are not really earning that good grade（分数）. And, if they get caught cheating, they will be in trouble at school, and maybe at home, too.

Some kids cheat because they’re busy or lazy and they want to get good grades without spending the time studying. Other kids might feel like they can’t pass the test without cheating. Even when there seems to be a “good reason” for cheating, cheating isn’t a good idea.

If you were sick or upset about something the night before and couldn’t study, it would be 

better to talk with the teacher about this. And if you don’t have enough time to study for a test because of swim practice, you need to talk with your parents about how to balance swimming and school. 

A kid who thinks cheating is the only way to pass a test needs to talk with the teacher and his or her parents so they can find some solutions(解决办法) together. Talking about these problems and working them out will feel better than cheating.

Shopping is not as simple as you may think! There are all sorts of tricks at play each time we reach out for that particular brand of product(产品) on the shelf.

Colouring, for example, varies according to what the producers are trying to sell. Health foods are packaged（包装） in greens, yellows or browns because we think of these as healthy colours. Ice cream packets are often blue and expensive goods, like chocolates, are gold or 

silver.

When some kind of pain killer（止痛药） was brought out recently, researchers found that the colours turned the customers off because they made the product look weak and ineffective.
