A mass extinction event is a worldwide and quick decrease (J#/)*) in the number of life on Earth. The last one happened
65 million years ago, when dinosaurs (ZYJ£) completely disappeared.

According to the Living Planet Report by the World Wildlife Fund (WWF) | since 1970, the world has lost 52 percent
of wildlife populations. The Scottish Wildcats, for example, used to live in the forests and grasslands of Europe. Now they
are no longer seen in western and northern Europe. There are less than 100 in Scotland.

Several factors ([A]Z) cause the decrease of animal populations, like hunting, pollution and weather change.

“We have lost one half of the animal population, and knowing this is caused by humans, I have to say we must act now,”
Mike Barratt, who works at WWF, said. He added that we must protect the world from too much development. Don’t cut
